Year 11 Audiometry
Audiometry is the testing of a person's ability to hear various sound frequencies. Audiometry testing is used to identify and diagnose hearing loss.  The test is performed with the use of electronic equipment called an audiometer.

The CHS audiometry data includes two trials of both the left and right ears for frequencies PT, 1000, 2000, 4000 and 500.
